THE WAY TO BE SAVED

For all his people
Christ was a Substitute. His people are those who trust Him. If you trust
him, he was punished for your sins, and you cannot be punished for them, for
God cannot punish sin twice, first in Christ and then in you. If you trust
Jesus who now lives at the right hand of God, you are at this moment
pardoned, and you shall forever be saved.

Charles Spurgeon spoke these words 200 years ago, and they are true today.

Spurgeon agreed that repentance for our sins, and turning from them, is also
essential. Then we start to live for Jesus and not just for ourselves. You will
never make a more important or rewarding decision.
